Dear Sir/ Madam 
I am writing in the hopes of having a parking ticket I received last Thursday revoked. The offence listed on the ticket was “No evidence of inspection”, which is true; my WOF was expired at the time (I had it renewed at the start of this week). 

The parking warden saw me get to my car, and came over and explained that if I wrote a letter explaining the circumstances, I would probably be able to have the fine erased, so that’s what I’ve done. I talked to a lady on the Council help line who explained that the purpose of the tickets was to act as a deterrent for allowing a WOF to expire, which is fair enough, and I’ve had mine renewed since, so if that is the purpose of the ticket then it has been fulfilled anyway. 


I’m a full time student, and in addition to that I work part time and play in a band, so there are a few demands on my time. I had allowed the WOF to lapse, but I had had all the needed repairs done before I got the ticket (except the indicator, as explained below). The car was completely safe at the time I received the ticket, even if its WOF was expired. My band had played at the King’s Arms last Wednesday, and I needed to take my car in on Thursday morning to pick up some of the equipment we had left there the previous night.
I had had the car in at the garage for most of last week, but they hadn’t been able to finish the repairs as they’d been busy with a lot of jobs. I needed to use the car on the Thursday morning to get to the King’s Arms, and by that stage all the essential repairs for safety had been made; they were just waiting for an indicator system to arrive. It hadn’t come yet by this Monday, and I tried to get the WOF then to see if it would pass, figuring that the sooner I got it after I got the ticket, the better. It did fail on the old indicator (the clear plastic covering of it was cracked (“broken”), the actual light inside worked fine), but when the part arrived on Tuesday I got the warrant without any problems.

In addition to this, the sheer size of the fine means that paying it is going to make it very hard for me to pay off the repairs on my car, which I still owe money on. Being a student means that money can get tight, and I’ve spent about $600 on the car in the last month or so trying to get it ready to get a WOF. I really can’t afford to pay the fine, or it will mean I will really struggle to pay off the actual repairs that I needed to get the car to inspection standard. 

The car is warranted now, a process which got finished only three business days after the ticketing, and in light of that, plus the above, I would be extremely grateful if the ticket could be wiped. Thank you.
